Where is the market located?

What are the dates?

Saturdays, June 19th thru October 16th
8:00am – 1:00pm

18 Weeks

How many booth spaces?

Approximately 60 total spaces available.

Booth size:

1 space  = 1 parking lot space, approx. 10’ x 20’
2 spaces = 2 parking lot spaces, approx. 20’ x 20’

3 spaces = 3 parking lot spaces, approx. 30’ x 20’
Vendor fees?
$ 17.50 per week (9 or more weeks) or 

$ 30.00 per week (1-8 weeks)

(Based on single booth fee – 10 x 20 space)

When are fees due?

Application Fee of $15: Due with application

1st Payment: 1/2 of total due by April 30th, 2010
2nd Payment: balance of total due by May 30th, 2010
Is electricity available?
No. There are no electrical outlets but vendors may bring a generator if electricity is needed. Please advise the market manager if you’ll be using a generator.
Is there space for Vehicle Access/Parking?

A limited number of booths can accommodate a car, van or small truck to be left on site during market hours. Farmers and food vendors will have priority for these spaces. 
When do I come to set-up and when can I pack up my booth?

Set-up time begins at 6:00 a.m. and must be completed by 7:45 a.m.
Tear-down time begins at 1:05 p.m. 
These are the ONLY times that vehicles are allowed on market site (ecept for those with vehicle permitted booths).

Are pop-up tents/canopies required?

Yes, all vendors must bring a canopy or tent. These must be firmly anchored from set-up to tear-down. 
What type of insurance is required of vendors?

All vendors must carry liability insurance. Many insurance companies recommend a General Commercial Liability policy as a rider on your existing policies.

How is the market funded in the short and long terms?

The Market is funded by vendor fees, sponsorships, and private donors (neighborhood residents and area businesses).
How is the market structured and managed?

The New Hope Community Farmer’s Market is organized as 501(c)4 non-profit corporation and managed by a volunteer board of directors made up of area residents.
New Hope Community Farmers Market - Important Dates  
March 15th 2010 – Application Deadline

April 15th 2010 – First 1/2 of total Booth Fee is due
May 1st 2010 – Spring Vendor Meeting (mandatory)
May 15th 2010 – Balance of Booth Fee is due

June 19th 2010 – Opening Day of 2010 Season!

October 16th 2010 – Closing day of the 2010 season.
